Division |

D I schools compete at the "major college level”. Most schools have athletic scholarships available.
lvy League and a few other D | schools do not offer athletic scholarships but do have financial aid
packages available.

Division Il
Division Il schools are not involved with major revenue producing sports. Most D Il schools have
athletic scholarships available or have financial aid packages available.

Division Il

Division Ill schools are not involved with major revenue producing sports. DIII schools do not have
athletic scholarships available, however, financial aid is available and is based on academics and/or
financial need.

The National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics is comprised of 350 fully accredited four-
year schools. The member schools have a dedication to academic achievement above athletic
excellence. Athletic scholarships are available.
